Accommodation of Utilities on Highway Bridges

ALL DIVISION , DISTRICT AND URBAN ENGINEERS:

The Divisions of Surveys and Plans and Bridges have agreed on the responsibilities of the
respective Divisions for the accommodation of utilities on our State Highway bridges. The
agreed procedure is:

1. All requests from utilities for permission to attach to or be accommodated in
our bridges are to be submitted to the Division of Surveys and Plans through the
District Engineer (Urban Engineer where applicable) and are to explain the
necessity for the proposed installation.

2. All such requests shall include the utility's commitment to the costs of the
installation, including the extra design and construction costs and 50-year lease
fee.

3. All such request shall be accompanied by the District or Urban Engineer's
recommendation for approval or disapproval, together with informational as to
alternate solutions, if any.

4. After the Division of surveys and Plans determines that the proposed utility
facility is essential, the request will be referred to the division of Bridges.

5. The Division of Bridges will determine the ability of the structure to
accommodate the facility and recommend approval or rejection of the request to
the Chief Engineer and the Commission.

6. If approved, the Division of Bridges will prepare the necessary agreement with



the company and handle the matter to conclusion.

7. Prior to award of construction contracts, all matters relating to utility
occupancy of highway right-of-way beyond the ends of bridges shall be the
responsibility of the Division of Surveys and Plans.

8. Requests for attachments to completed structures should continue to be
submitted to the Division of Traffic for handling the same as above outlined for
the Division of Surreys and Plans.
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
