REVISIONS:

EPG 141.1.5 Revised to provide clearer guidance on approval process. 

EPG 153 New category to provide details on each step and other important information needed to properly execute agreements.

EPG 235.2.3 Revised specific instruction for municipal and county agreements not be covered in new EPG category 153.

EPG 401.2.4 Revised density testing requirements.

EPG 401.2.8 Revised quality assurance requirements for specific tests and requirements for a failed test.

EPG 413.3.4 Added to establish an application rate for UBAWS membrane based upon the surface to which the product is applied.

EPG 616.3.5 Changed to use paint skips to measure the spacing for channelizer spacing for Buffer/Work Areas.

EPG 616.3.6.4 Updated lengths in “Table 616.3.6 Recommended Length of Longitudinal Buffer Spaces.” 

EPG 616.5.1 Revised to specify that Flagger re-certification is required every four years starting April 2016.

EPG 616.6.2.2 Revised title “Flags and Advance Warning Rail System on Signs.” Updated requirements for flags and AWRS on signs.

EPG 616.6.3.3 Deleted reference to Standard Plan 903.03. Revised that traffic control device supports to be tested in accordance with NCHRP Report 350 or MASH. Provided guidance for portable, post-mounted, vehicle-mounted, and barrier-mounted signs. All information was moved from EPG 616.23 Traffic Control for Field Operations to 616.6 Temporary Traffic Control Zone Devices article.  Provided pictures to help describe the signs.

EPG 616.6.61 Changed the sign display table to add sequential arrow and alternating diamond caution modes.  Added work type to the table.

EPG 616.6.68 Added examples of the use of barricades, TA-8 and TA-9.
Added guidance to review quality standards for other type of ballasting of the barricades. Changed the use of barricades closing 8-ft of pavement from an option to a standard. Added guidance to describe the use of two barricades to cover a paved roadway with 20-feet or less of pavement.

EPG 616.6.83 Added links to the specification locations.  Deleted the use of warning lights on signs.

EPG 616.6.7 Deleted the Speed Limit and Strobe Light Assembly guidance.

EPG 616.8 Changed the Design and Construction typical application from simple stick like drawings to drawings similar to Maintenance TA’s and MUTCD figures.

EPG 616.20 Revised to specify that Flagger’s shall be certified in accordance with Sec 616.4.3 of the Standard Specifications.

EPG 616.22 Revised to specify that Work Zone Specialist re-certification is required every four years starting April 2016. 

EPG 616.23.2.5.1 Revised description of temporary traffic control signs and redirects guidance to EPG 616.6. 

EPG 616.23.2.5.1.1 Redirects guidance for Flags and Advance Warning Rail System to EPG 616.6. 

EPG 616.23.2.5.1.2 Added references to EPG 616.6 for additional information for regulatory, warning or guide signs. 

EPG 616.23.2.5.1.3 Added references to EPG 616.6 for additional information for sign design. 

EPG 616.23.2.5.1.4 Redirects guidance for sign installation to EPG 616.6. 
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EPG 616.23.2.5.5 Revised description of barricades and redirects guidance to EPG 616.6.

EPG 616.23.2.5.8 Added sequential flashing warning lights description and added references to EPG 616.6 for additional information.

EPG 640.1.2.1 Reorganized and updated for better clarity.

EPG 640.1.2.2 Updated design gutter spreads to more closely match AASHTO recommendations and bridge gutter spread requirements.

EPG 751.10.3.1 Updated design frequency and duration to more closely match AASHTO recommendations.  Updated design spread to more closely match AASHTO recommendations and roadway design gutter spreads.
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
