Manchester Road Phase 3, City of Maplewood, St. Louis County

The City is requesting approval of a proprietary item for use on the above referenced project. In order to meet
the purpose and need of the project, the City requests the usage of the Spring City Light Fixture and Washington
Series cast steel pole.

The Spring City Light Fixture (Catalog No. ALMWSH-LE100/EV2/X2-40-CR3-PS11-FPA-CB) and Washington Series
cast steel pole (Model No. SSH@F-G17-07.50-15.00-TN3.50/3.50-(2)BN-323/2NW-TBD; Base Model No.
DSBWSH-18-TBD) were used in previous phases of the Manchester Road improvements. The intent is to match
the fixtures and poles used in previous phases to maintain consistency throughout the corridor. Also, the City’s
maintenance costs will be reduced by using the same lighting components along Manchester Road.

The Washington Series steel pole was used as the basis of design to provide ADA accessibility though the project
limits. The exact dimensions of the base and pole were used to determine clearances and setbacks. The
corridor has a narrow width for pedestrian access which requires the exact size of the base and pole to be used
to maintain accessibility.

Although alternative products for this need and usage exists, the City requests use of this specific product since
it is already in use within the City.

A cost comparison with alternative products indicates no significant difference between this product and other
fixtures.

Based on the above, the City of Maplewood is requesting approval to specify the use of the lighting equipment
on the Manchester Road Phase 3 Project.
